
Êóäà òû èä¸øü? Instructions

This is a board game to give intensive practice of:
– the use of ãäå and êóäà
– the prepositional (locative) case of singular nouns (including some irregular -˜ endings)
– the accusative case of singular nouns after ÿ èäó â ...
– the use of â and íà with singular nouns.

The box contains: the board, counters, a number dice, ïðîïóñê cards.

Learners choose a counter and then start together at ÑÒÀÐÒ. They take turns to throw the dice.
Before every throw, each player is asked two questions, either by the teacher or by another learner:
– Ãäå  òû?
– Êóäà òû èä¸øü?

They have to answer these questions before they throw the dice. For example:
– ß íà ñòàðòå. ß èäó â øêîëó.

Then they throw the dice.

If they get a number which takes them where they want to go, then they move there and can have
another go. They answer new questions about where they are and where they are going and they throw
the dice again.

If they do not get a number which takes them where they want to go, then they move their counter but
they do not get another turn.

If they land on a question square they have to answer a question about where they are. Some examples
of questions are printed on the board.

If their score takes them to a «ÑÒÎÏ!» sign, then they have to miss the following turn.

If they land on a «ÏÎËÈÖÈß» square, they take a ÏÐÎÏÓÑÊ.

If they want to pass through the squares marked «ÏÐÎÕÎÄ ÇÀÊÐÛÒ!» they can use their ÏÐÎÏÓÑÊ if
they have one, and then put it back in the pile. Without a ÏÐÎÏÓÑÊ they have to go the longer way
round.

If two players land on the same square they must say hello and make polite conversation in Russian.

To arrive at ÔÈÍÈØ and win the game they have to throw the exact number.

To practise forms of the verb “åõàòü” you can tell players that they are on bikes or in a car.

Learners can also play in pairs. For example, six learners can sit around the board using one dice and
three counters. You will then be able to practise:
– Ãäå âû? Êóäà âû èä¸òå?
– Ìû íà ñòàðòå. Ìû èä¸ì â øêîëó.

You could sometimes ask “Êóäà òû õî÷åøü ïîéòè / ïîåõàòü?” to practise the infinitives.

You will probably need to remind players to use ðàç when counting: ðàç, äâà, òðè è ò.ä.

Learners can prepare for the lesson with the low resolution copy of the board on the Ruslan website.
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Êóäà òû èä¸øü?         Ïðîâåäåíèå èãðû

Â ýòîé èãðå îòðàáàòûâàþòñÿ:
– âîïðîñíî-îòâåòíûå ðåïëèêè ñî ñëîâàìè ÃÄÅ è ÊÓÄÀ,
– óïîòðåáëåíèå ñóùåñòâèòåëüíûõ åäèíñòâåííîãî ÷èñëà â ïðåäëîæíîì ïàäåæå (â òîì ÷èñëå

ñëîâ-èñêëþ÷åíèé, îêàí÷èâàþùèõñÿ íà -ó),
– óïîòðåáëåíèå ñóùåñòâèòåëüíûõ åäèíñòâåííîãî ÷èñëà â âèíèòåëüíîì ïàäåæå ïîñëå ß ÈÄÓ Â / ÍÀ
– èñïîëüçîâàíèå ïðåäëîãîâ Â è ÍÀ ñ ñóùåñòâèòåëüíûìè â åäèíñòâåííîì ÷èñëå.

Â êîìïëåêò èãðû âõîäÿò: èãðîâîå ïîëå, ôèøêè, êóáèê, êàðòî÷êè ÏÐÎÏÓÑÊ.

Èãðîêè âûáèðàþò ñåáå ôèøêè, ñòàâÿò èõ íà ÑÒÀÐÒ è ïî î÷åðåäè áðîñàþò êóáèê.  Ïðåæäå ÷åì
áðîñèòü êóáèê, èãðîê äîëæåí îòâåòèòü íà äâà âîïðîñà, êîòîðûå åìó çàäà¸ò ëèáî ó÷èòåëü, ëèáî
äðóãîé èãðîê:
– Ãäå òû?
– Êóäà òû èä¸øü?

Èãðîê äîëæåí îòâåòèòü íà ýòè âîïðîñû äî òîãî, êàê îí áðîñèò êóáèê. Íàïðèìåð:
– ß íà ñòàðòå.  ß èäó â øêîëó.
Çàòåì èãðîê áðîñàåò êóáèê.

Åñëè ÷èñëî íà êóáèêå ñîîòâåòñòâóåò ìåñòó, êóäà îí õî÷åò ïîïàñòü, îí ïåðåäâèãàåò òóäà ôèøêó.
Ïîòîì îí îïÿòü îòâå÷àåò íà âîïðîñû, ãäå îí íàõîäèòñÿ è êóäà èä¸ò, è ñíîâà áðîñàåò êóáèê.

Åñëè ÷èñëî íà êóáèêå íå ñîâïàäàåò ñ ìåñòîì, êîòîðîå îí íàçâàë, èãðîê ïåðåäâèãàåò ôèøêó, íî íå
áðîñàåò êóáèê âî âòîðîé ðàç.

Åñëè èãðîê ïîïàäàåò íà êëåòêó ñ âîïðîñîì, òî îí äîëæåí îòâåòèòü íà âîïðîñ ïðî ìåñòî, â êîòîðîì
îí íàõîäèòñÿ.  Ïðèìåðû òàêèõ âîïðîñîâ íàïå÷àòàíû íà èãðîâîì ïîëå.

Åñëè ôèøêà ïîïàäàåò íà êëåòêó ÑÒÎÏ, èãðîê äîëæåí ïðîïóñòèòü ñëåäóþùèé õîä.

Åñëè èãðîê ïîïàäàåò íà êëåòêó «ÏÎËÈÖÈß», îí áåð¸ò ïðîïóñê.

Åñëè ó èãðîêà åñòü ïðîïóñê, îí ìîæåò èñïîëüçîâàòü åãî äëÿ òîãî, ÷òîáû ïðîéòè ÷åðåç êëåòêè
«ÏÐÎÕÎÄ ÇÀÊÐÛÒ!», è çàòåì ïîëîæèòü ïðîïóñê îáðàòíî â ñòîïêó.  Áåç ïðîïóñêà èãðîêó ïðèäåòñÿ
ïðîäâèãàòüñÿ ïî áîëåå äëèííîìó ïóòè.

Åñëè äâà èãðîêà îêàçûâàþòñÿ íà îäíîé è òîé æå êëåòêå, îíè äîëæíû ïîçäîðîâàòüñÿ äðóã ñ äðóãîì
è îáìåíÿòüñÿ ðåïëèêàìè ïî-ðóññêè.

Äëÿ òîãî ÷òîáû ïåðâûì äîéòè äî ÔÈÍÈØÀ, êóáèê èãðîêà äîëæåí âûïàñòü íà íåîáõîäèìóþ öèôðó.

Äëÿ îòðàáîòêè ãëàãîëà «åõàòü» ìîæíî ñêàçàòü ó÷àñòíèêàì èãðû, ÷òî îíè íà âåëîñèïåäàõ èëè íà
ìàøèíå.

Â ýòó èãðó ìîæíî èãðàòü è ïàðàìè.  Íàïðèìåð, øåñòü èãðîêîâ èñïîëüçóþò îäíî èãðîâîå ïîëå, îäèí
êóáèê è òðè ôèøêè.  Â ýòîì ñëó÷àå âîïðîñû â íà÷àëå èãðû áóäóò:
– Ãäå âû? Êóäà âû èä¸òå?
à âîçìîæíûå âàðèàíòû îòâåòîâ:
– Ìû íà ñòàðòå.  Ìû èä¸ì â øêîëó.

×òîáû îòðàáîòàòü óïîòðåáëåíèå èíôèíèòèâà, ìîæíî ñïðîñèòü “Êóäà òû õî÷åøü ïîéòè / ïîåõàòü?”

Âîçìîæíî, íóæíî áóäåò íàïîìíèòü èãðîêàì, ÷òî âåäÿ ñ÷¸ò, èì ñëåäóåò èñïîëüçîâàòü ñëîâî ÐÀÇ:
ðàç, äâà, òðè è ò.ä.
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
